If a student receives an unsatisfactory grade for the final lesson on theory and/or recipes or
misses it, they must retake it for a grade of "satisfactory" or higher at the departmental practice
according to the practice schedule.

Methodology for calculating the preliminary rating for a discipline (Rprel).

The preliminary rating is calculated as the arithmetic mean of the semester ratings for all
semesters of studying the discipline, subject to the completion of the final test for the grade

Methodology for assessing the acquisition of practical skills
The format is a written assignment on writing prescriptions for various dosage forms. This
assignment is completed during the last class of the final semester.
Each assignment contains five medications for which a prescription must be written, taking into
account all the rules for writing prescriptions for various dosage forms, and a completed
prescription form.
Results are assessed as pass/fail.
Assessment criteria:
"Pass" - the student correctly wrote out all the prescriptions, taking into account all the
listed requirements, or made errors in one or two prescriptions.
"Fail" - the student wrote out three to five prescriptions incorrectly.
A student who receives a "Pass" grade is admitted to the midterm assessment with an Rprev
calculated according to the methodology specified above.
A student who receives a "Fail" grade receives a final Rprev grade of O points with the
opportunity to retake the exam.

Methodology for calculating the rating of the midterm assessment (Rexam)

The midterm assessment for the discipline is carried out in the form of an exam and consists of
two stages and is taken on the exam days established by the academic department.

Stage I.

The format of the test is practical skills in writing prescriptions. Each ticket contains 5 names of
drugs for which a prescription must be written, taking into account all the rules for writing
prescriptions for various dosage forms and filling out a prescription form. The results of the first
stage of testing are graded as “passed/failed”.

Evaluation criteria:

“Passed” - the student correctly wrote out all the prescriptions, taking into account all the listed
requirements, or made mistakes in one or two prescriptions.

“Failed” - the student incorrectly wrote out three to five prescriptions.

A student who received the grade “Passed” is admitted to Stage II of the midterm assessment. A
student who received the grade “Failed” is not admitted to Stage II of the midterm assessment
and receives a final exam grade of less than 61 points (bonuses and penalties are not taken into
account) with the possibility of retaking the exam in the prescribed manner.

Stage II.

The final interview is conducted using exam tickets, immediately after stage I, and includes 3
theoretical questions.




The exam is conducted in the form of an interview with an assessment of the formation of the
practical component of the competencies being formed, including questions on all sections of the
program being studied. The minimum number of points (Rpa) that must be obtained during the

interview to pass the exam is 61, the maximum is 100 points.
