Introduction: The work in the everyday pharmaceutical practice,
especially in primary medical care includes facing the patients on daily
bases. Finding themselves in situations in which the pharmacists doubt
about what would be ethical and what would mean respecting patients’
rights otherwise guaranteed by law, they do make the wrong choice. In
Macedonia most of pharmacists exercise their professions in their private
pharmacies which complicates even more the emergence of dilemmatic
situations having in consideration the social and economic problems that
the population is struggling with in our country.

Objective: The aim of this study is to investigate what the pharmacists
consider to be ethical norms in their occupation and how they can be
implemented in concrete everyday situations. It also aims at turning the
attention to strengthening the feeling of moral responsibility even more.
Method: Surveys with pharmacists in their private pharmacies. The
questions usually dealt with the dilemmatic and ethical issues as well as
separation of the business from the profession and influencing factors in
this situation

Results: In Macedonia there are 818 pharmacies, which means 1
pharmacy in 2,500 inhabitants. This in turn means that the number of
those seeking service in one pharmacy is very big. There are frequent
cases when both parties face ethical and other disputes and
misunderstandings, as well as situations whereupon pharmacists
themselves do not know what exactly the professional ethical code
means.

ETHICAL STANDARDS AND NORMATIVE
REGULATIONS IN THE FIELD OF MEDICAL CARE IN
EMERGENCY SITUATIONS

The article comments on the provisions of the normative regulation of
medical care in the emergency. Humanity lives in emergencies
permanents — earthquake, tsunami, floods claim thousands of lives.
Therefore, the legitimization of issues of health care in these conditions is
urgently needed. Today in Russia there are serious changes in legislation.
The new law on the protection of public health (2011) contains important
innovations that bring Russia to the European standards. But this law
contains a new definition of "first aid", which belongs to the right to
provide a closed list of persons (military, police, rescue services). At the
same time, the Law "On protection of population and territories from
emergency situations of natural and man-made" (1994) Article 19
requires all citizens to "study ... first aid to the victims, to constantly
improve their knowledge and skills in this area." Russia has historically
ethical standards of first aid to the victims. For example, children (8-10
years) at the school are taught these skills. In USA “Good Samaritan Laws”
(starting in the erly 1960s jn California) designet to protect physicians and
other medical personnel from legal actions that might arise from
emergency treatment they provided while not in the line of duty. These
Laws encourage people to assist others in distress by granting them
immunity against lawsuits. Russia is also needed in the implementation of
international standards and the legalization of ethics in this field.

LINGUISTIC AND CULTURAL VALIDATION OF AN

NURSING STUDENTS WITH SPECIAL REFERENCE TO
HONESTY AND ALTRUISM

Background: To orient the nursing education and to improve the
effectiveness of clinical practice is important to understand the values of
the students. In contemporary students there has been a general
decrease of altruism, but also a greater appreciation for the honesty
towards patients.

There are no validated Italian instruments which explore personal and
professional values of nursing students.

Design: Linguistic-cultural adaptation and validation of an instrument of
research.

Purpose: Validate, for the Italian context, the Salford-Scott Nursing Values
Questionnaire, expanded by Johnson (Johnson et al., 2007) to explore the
values of the nursing profession.

Methods: were used the validation Models of Beaton (Beaton et al.,
2000) and Valmi (Valmi et. al., 2011). They include 5-stages with the aim
of producing the pre-final version of the instrument.

Results: At the second administration to the panel of Experts of pre-final
version of the instrument was achieved face validity as the percentage of
clarity for each item was 100%. It was awarded the validity of the content,
as measured by the index of validity of the content (I-CVI) and the index
of validity of the scale (S-CV1). The study also confirmed the reliability of
the internal consistency of the instrument with a value of Cronbach's
alpha of the total of the items of 0.95. The reliability of the test-retest
confirms the stability of the instrument over time (r = 0.908, p = 0.01).
Conclusions: The instrument is ready to be administered to the target
population, or rather to a sample of nursing students.

THE ACT ETHICS IN HEALTH CARE:
THE PATH OF ETHICS

The reflection comes from observations of daily life in the relationship
operator / patient / structure.

A moment of particular interest is the relationship that develops
between the patient and the operator. This relationship becomes,
sometimes, a helping relationship directed to a therapeutic purpose. The
report assumes, therefore, the significance of an important tool for the
understanding of the patient and requires listening skills, technical
expertise and professional and a particular sensitivity.

The patient, now become a number, sometimes code, is a person first. A
person who so often is not able to express all the way down their health
problems, their discomfort, their conditions, their limitagions.

The operator, increasingly aimed at ensuring performance and quality
services and to combine efficiency, effectiveness and economy of their
actions, can not simply provide a service that is not imbued with ethical
values. F

It's the case, e.g., the activities for chronically ill patients, those with
addictions (substance abuse, as social networks, games, etc.) with eating
disorders, with social fragility, etc.

The experience leads to consider that it is essential to the use of the
preliminary ethics of reception to facilitate empathy, from the stage by
listening, to achieve a good therapeutic alliance and the wait sharing
aimed at the subsequent taking charge.

Another moment of particular significance that the patient needs to
embrace is full respect for their freedom of decision that, as is evident,
can be expressed interview after suitable and adequate information.
