Task 1. 
A 27-year-old patient complains of a feeling of dryness in the nasal cavity, the formation of dry crusts with an unpleasant odor in the nasal passages, which often make nasal breathing difficult. Objectively: the mucous membrane of the nasal cavity is dry and thinned. The nasal concha is reduced in size, and the nasal passages are wide. In the nasal passages there are dry green crusts in significant quantities with an admixture of fetid purulent discharge. The mucous membrane of the posterior pharyngeal wall is thinned, smoothed, and looks like it is varnished. No deviations from the norm are detected by other organs. What is the diagnosis? How to treat the patient? The answer is Ozen. Conservative treatment: irrigation of the nasal cavity with 0.9% sodium chloride solution with iodine, seawater preparations, nasal shower using Dolphin, an aminoglycoside series of antibiotics, Streptomycin intramuscularly 0.5 g 2 times a day. Surgical treatment: introduction of autografts and allografts into the submucosal base.


Task 2. 
A 12-year-old patient was admitted to the ENT clinic with complaints of severe headache, purulent runny nose, difficulty in nasal breathing. She got sick five days ago, a week after suffering from a respiratory illness. The disease began with pain in the brow area on both sides, and an increase in body temperature to 38.5 ° C. The next day, puffiness of the eyelids appeared. Upon admission, the body temperature is 39.5 ° C. Swelling of the soft tissues of the forehead and eyelids on both sides. During rhinoscopy, the mucous membrane of the nasal cavity is sharply hyperemic, infiltrated, and creamy pus is detected in the middle nasal passages on both sides. Soreness on palpation in the projection area of the maxillary sinuses and the brow area on both sides. The radiograph of the paranasal sinuses shows homogeneous shading of the maxillary and frontal sinuses. Blood test: leukocytosis 19.5 x 109/l, ESR -60 mm/h. What is the diagnosis? How to treat the patient? Answer: Acute purulent bilateral sinusitis, bilateral frontitis. Reactive eyelid edema. Treatment: mandatory hospitalization. rehabilitation of infection in the maxillary and frontal sinuses: maxillary punctures, trepanopuncture of the frontal sinuses, systemic antibacterial therapy taking into account antibiotic sensitivity, symptomatic treatment.
